My name is Brenda Guber and I am presently the 2nd and 3rd grade reading specialist at the Mamaroneck Avenue 
Elementary School in Mamaroneck, NY.  I have been a fan of the "Get Caught Reading" campaign for many years and 
have displayed your posters prominently in all of my classrooms.  I've caught my students (elementary, middle and high 
school) looking at your posters countless times.  The photographs continue to inspire lively conversation about the 
importance of reading in all of our lives. 

 
My school supports a highly diverse population.  Many of our students come from households where Spanish is the 

only language spoken.  Some arrive very early to sit and wait for the school day to begin.  Recently, a young boy named 
Max caught my eye.  Lying on the same bench early every morning, his expression grim, I would repeatedly find him 
immersed in the pages of a book.  As I glanced at your posters in my classroom, this child came to mind. 

 
The next day, I quietly took a photograph of him.  And suddenly, with newly opened eyes, I started noticing children 

of all reading levelsðsome struggling with the challenge of incorporating two languages into their livesðexperiencing 
moments throughout the day where they were carried away by a piece of text. A three-dimensional bulletin board was 
born. Included were some of your posters, and candid shots of students, administration, and an original poem. The photos 
were placed inside book covers to convey the feeling of being pulled inside a book. 

 
One early morning, I walked Max over to the bulletin board and showed him his photo.  A beautiful smile 

transformed his face.  "That's me!" he said.  I smiled and told him, "You were caught reading!  How great is that?"  
 
You can still find Max on the bench every morning, nose in a book.  Now, though, he looks up and grins.  And my 

camera is secretly out back out and ready for bulletin board number two!  Thank you and all your photographed "Get 
Caught Reading" volunteers for an inspiring campaign!

In California, get caught readingé about sports! Athletes as Readers and 
Leaders began as a small grassroots program to introduce elementary 
school students to high school athletes in an effort to decrease childhood 
obesity. In preparation for a visit, students are encouraged to read a sports-
related picture book, which the visiting athletes then discuss with the 
students, inviting a dialogue on the importance of reading, nutrition, 
wellness, academics, and training.  The program has gone statewide and 
can be tailored to fit any site or district needs at very little cost. In 2010, the 
California School Library Association sent information on the Athletes as 
Readers and Leaders program to the American Library Association and the 
American Association of School Librarians for dissemination. More 
information can be found at http://athletereadersleaders.csla.net.
